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Information and telecommunication technologies are widely
used in different areas of economy. The possibility of their
use for terrorist purposes, as well as legal measures to
respond to this latest threat to national and international
security are discussed actively in legal doctrine. In this regard,
the article is devoted to the international legal qualification
of cyberterrorism. The aim of this study is to determine
the involvement of cyberterrorism to international crimes
or crimes of an international character. In this connection,
the criminal legislation of Austria, Belgium, Great Britain,
Spain, Estonia, France and the Netherlands is analyzed;
international agreements in the fight against crime are
examined. International cooperation in combating
cyberterrorism is not regulated in a special international
convention. The author concludes that the offenses
stipulated in the criminal law of States, are exclusively
national crimes. Such unlawful acts may be regarded as
international crimes, only if they meet the relevant criteria of
the UN Convention against Transnational Organized Crime.
In addition, the
author examines the international acts of cyberterrorism,
threatening international peace and security, as an
international crime.
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
