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The author of this article, analyzing the causes and
circumstances that contributed to creation of a system of
international relations, aims to solve the following
problems. Firstly, there is a need to establish the reasons
for long-term sustainability of the Westphalian political
system with a view of the possible projection of the
parameters on the present. Secondly, we should detect the
factors that restrict the ability of the political system under
consideration to play the original role. Thirdly, based on the
existence of conflicts between existing in the history of
international relations political systems, it is necessary to
evaluate the potential abilities of Westphalia to prevent wars
and military conflicts in the future. The methodological
basis of the study is a systematic approach that comes from
the fact that international relations - this is not the sum of
the individual components of the global political processes,
but a complex organism, the properties of which are not
limited to the sum of the properties inherent in each of its
components individually. As a result of the conducted
research the author came to the following conclusions.
The study found out that the basis of long-term functionality
of the Westphalian system of international relations was the
principle of national (state) sovereignty, which has not lost
relevance in the present time as national states still remain
the dominant actor in international relations. The current
erosion of the Westphalian political system, as a result of
entering in the world arena of non-state transnational actors
and diversity of the states entering into it, weakens the role
Westphal, but keeps its relative functionality. The
Westphalian system due to the separation of the states
inside and outside of it, opened the opportunity to the
countries with Westphalian status to lead aggressive wars,
that counted a legitimate right of a sovereign state. The
principles of “balance of power” and “non-interference in
the internal affairs of sovereign states” could prevent the
outbreak

of war between the states belonging to the Westphalian
system.
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
