The article presents a comparative analysis of the Russian Constitution and the European Charter
of Local Government Regulations that defines the place and role of local governments within the state
mechanisms of Russia and the Charter countries. Despite certain differences between the above men-
tioned acts the principal Charter rules were perceived by the Constitution of the Russian Federation
and were introduced into the Russian legal system.
