The paper outlines the problems of specialists’ training and additional training in agro-industrial com-
plex. Some specific features such as provision with dwelling and payment securing a decent standard
of living are emphasized in the article. Mechanisms and methods of state regulation to realize the pri-
ority governmental programme supporting agro-industrial complex are in the center of the authors’ at-
tention. To secure the population with food-stuffs and maintain labour resources in this brunch of
economy is possible only on condition of having specialists permanenty living and working in the
country.
