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PUBLICITY IN THE FORMATION OF MUNICIPAL AUTHORITIES IN FOREIGN COUNTRIES

The formation in Russia of a democratic state requires mandatory practical implementation of the principle of openness,
which is based on the maximum transparency of public law relations. This includes the process of forming local
governments. In this regard, the researchers turned to the experience of those European countries, which differ in long
and firmly established municipal traditions. The article deals with a comparative analysis of different methods of election
authorities in the municipalities of European States, which is carried out through the prism of transparency of formation
of local authorities, as required properties of local self-government, taking into account the interests of local residents.
The formation of local governments in legal systems of different States are considered in conjunction with economic, social,
cultural, historical, political and other determinants that have an impact on the Institute for local self-government.
The research compares the experience of Russia, which ratified the European Charter of local self-government, with
the experience of other European countries in the formation of authorities in the municipalities. The work resulted
in the theoretical conclusions concerning the possibilities of use of the components of the European experience in terms
of transparency in the formation of local authorities in Russia. The author also makes practical recommendations
to improve the Russian legislation.
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
