This article is devoted to comparative and legal
analysis of education legislation in such countries as the
Russian
Federation, the Republic of Belarus and the Republic of
Kazakhstan. The comparative and legal analysis is carried
out on the basis of several criteria, reflecting the
foundations of the right to education in the three national
legal systems. The criteria for the analysis were: the
constitutional recognition, the formation of branch of law,
the
central legislative act in the sphere of education, the basic
legal definitions, the subject of regulation in the central
legislative acts in the sphere of education, education
system and levels of education, language in getting of
education and the types of educational institutions.
The study reveals similarities and differences, as well as
the distinctive features of each national legal system on
the considered criteria. The comparative and legal analysis
of the right to education in the Constitutions, laws and
other normative legal acts of different countries helps to
better understand the nature and structure of the law,
identify the problems of its implementation, to identify
possible solutions.
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
