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Public control is a new democratic institution that
allows civil society to control the activities of
the government. The aim of the study was to identify
the most popular forms of public control. Public
inspection, public examination, public monitoring
were analyzed and critically evaluated during the
research. Obvious gaps in the current legislation in
the sphere of public control are revealed as a result
of research. Thus, the object of public monitoring is
inaccurately defined. It applies only to monitoring
of the activities of the authorities. In this part, some
proposals were made to extend public monitoring to
legal acts adopted by these bodies. The legal status
of the public inspector is only regulated in general
terms. The law defines the subject of public
examination as unclear. The public expert was not
given the right to express a dissenting opinion in the
final document. These legal gaps have been
evaluated

in the study, but they have also become the basis
for proposals to improve the basic law on public
control. The proposals formulated are practical
in nature, since they greatly simplify the application
of the law.
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
