The influence of foreign-policy factors on the democratization processes in the Finno-Ugric community
member-states (Hungary, Finland and Estonia) are analysed in the article.

The international political actors to which separate states, their unions and international institutions are
referred are one of the dominant factors of the exogenous character. The author analyses the functioning of
such international organizations as the League of Nations, the United Nations Organization and the European
Union using S. Huntington’s idea of the three “waves of democratization”.

Firstly, the role of international actors in democratization processes is ambiguous and contradictory. More
than once, such international organizations as the League of Nations and the United Nations Organization got
involved in geopolitical problems leading to the neglect of democratic values and institutions.

Secondly, the European Union (EU) turned to be the most effective and consistent supranational
democratization actor capable of the realization of the political order conflict-consensus model based on the
principles of international law and democracy.

Thirdly, for transition to democracy, first and foremost, people should feel the necessity of democracy
but democracy promoters’ help is secondary.
