Tsar’s serf peasants in the Mari region belonged to Russian peasants. Their estate and legal position
depended on a powerful feudal landowner who represented tsar’s family. Social and economic proc-
esses in material production and trade were quite evident. In the XVIII century, some prosperous
tsar’s serf peasants turned into merchants and petty bourgeoisie. The level of housekeeping among
them was average. A part of poor peasants became hunters, barge haulers and carriers.
